Colour Sculpture

A series of decorated panels are
painted by the children to become
an eyecatching sculpture to hang
indoors or in the grounds, using a
theme of your choice.

The brushed aluminium frames
shown can be supplied and
installed on site for £130 each.
They are completely weather
proof, so the sculpture can
become an interactive piece that
enhances your site.

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Canopic Jars
The Jars are suitable for age 6+ and
require a 3 day residency on site. The ancient
art of canopic jars is Egyptian in origin and is

presented to the children with visuals and historical
information making this workshop ideal for developing
historical knowledge of ancient cultures, which can be
linked to your history and DT syllabuses.

3 day workshop (suitable for up to 60 children) £640

Crafty Batik

This introduces textiles, the use of colour and
texture to those taking part, the imagery used
can be chosen by yourselves. Individual batik
work can be sewn together to form a patchwork
for hanging, or the artworks can be kept by the
children who created them.

We use flour and water paste to create the
batik - because there is no hot wax involved
this workshop is available to all age groups.
